“CONRAD FIRE”

The Conrad Fire stated in a residential neighbor hood of mixed single-family dwellings, mostly one-story ranch type residences.  The fire is being managed in unified command with BDC (Norton), CDF (Consol) and the USFS (Opliger).  Multiple structures are currently threatened including residential, commercial, light industrial and infrastructure facilities including fire stations, lift stations, water distribution pump stations and schools.  Structure protection is in-place in many areas, but incident resources remain inadequate.

Local resources are at complete drawdown within the OA and mutual aid has been requested through OES Region 6 via South Ops in Riverside.  Local government has exhausted all available resources.

San Bernardino County is still under a declared disaster as a result of the Bark Beetle tree mortality crisis.  The fire is moving in the southerly direction from the community of Phelan and is a direct threat to tree mortality areas, and the fire is a direct threat to the community of Wrightwood (population 4,000).

Aviation assets are unavailable at this time due to the limited number of air takers available on a national level and based on other fires in the region.  We are currently using one Type 2 helicopter and one Type 1 helicopter, with three additional Type 2 helicopters on order.  No estimated time of arrival for any additional aviation assets.

Approx. 5,000 residents are currently being evacuated, and another 5,000 are under voluntary evacuation order.  Several local citizens are evacuating horses and other large animals and relocating them to the local fair grounds in Victorville.

Currently, approximately 20 fire stations throughout the county remain un-staffed due to the commitment to the fire.  Mutual aid for station coverage has been ordered, and currently UTF from within the OA or Region 6 due to the Conrad Fire and additional fire activity in the region.
