FMAG Supplement Cheat Sheet and Declaration Process
First, A Threat of Major Disaster must exist.  The following four criteria must be met

Threats to lives, improved property, critical facilities/infrastructure, and watersheds:

1. Basic synopsis of area demographics, population and transient population

2. Evacuations

a. Voluntary, how many

b. Mandatory, how many

c. Evacuation point, shelters, animal shelters

d. Agencies involved, Red Cross, City, County, school dist, park service, transit methods

3. Structures destroyed/threatened:  residential, commercial, industrial, hazardous, etc

4. Critical infrastructure and key resources threatened

e. Power lines/transmission lines, power generation stations, substations 

f. Gas or water pump stations, gas lines, water lines

g. City or government centers 

h. Communication systems failures, phone, internet, cell, radio, microwave relays

i. Fire stations, hospitals, schools,

j. Transit methods, roads, freeways, rail, mass transit types, sole or critical access roads

k. Loss of critical watershed

l. Threats to critical habitat, historical or archeological significance

m. Threats to endangered species

5. City/State/federal

a. Population: http://www.census.gov/
b. Declaration an Emergency Exists?  Yes or is it in process?

c. Post Declaration or Proclamation 

i. State Proclamation of continued statewide drought emergency

ii. Federal Disaster Declaration Area due to Bark Beetle tree mortality since 2002

d. Proclamation of Disaster Area?  Yes or is it in progress

High Fire Danger Conditions:

1. An “accurate ICS-209 form” is imperative to the process and must accompany the FMAG submittal.  Also, Forward ICS 209 to appropriate dispatch center for appropriate notifications  

2. Fire behavior (current and next operational period), fuel type, topography and rate of spread.

3. Potential for growth, current and next operational period

4. Supply documents referencing the National Fire Danger Rating System 

a. Observed Fire Danger Class, http://www.wfas.net click on the “Observed” Column in the Fire Danger Subsets table for the appropriate geographical area.  http://www.wfas.net is a link that will provide US48 states view

b. Forecast Fire Danger Class, http://www.wfas.net click on the “Forecast” Column in the Fire Danger Subsets table for the appropriate geographical area (not always available).  http://www.wfas.net is a link that will provide a US48 states view.

5. Fire History

6. Fire Weather Forecast Links (just click the spot you need the forecast)

b. Always check multiple RAWS in area for most accurate reading

Availability of State and local firefighting resources:

1. Command Type, area of responsibility, single resource ordering point and parties involved

2. Local jurisdiction/government exhausted all available resources

3. Mutual Aid requested through CAL EMA, OES, Region 6

4. Zone drawdown, number of fire stations un-staffed at this time

5. Closest Resource, Operations Bulletin #1, placed in effect

6. OES region drawdown and request mutual Aid

7. Can not fill resource requests through ROSS…UTF

Potential major economic impact:

1. Businesses closed

2. Roads closures and repairs

3. Utilities failures, damage and repairs

4. Evacuations

5. Public evacuation shelter costs

6. Recreational areas closed

7. Future flooding considerations

8. Fiscal impact on Local, City and County government providing Mutual Aid through the Master Mutual Aid Plan
